Tuw great monsrch gloriously sscending his throne,
[1803] being born to gresiness above his ancesiors, o
whom all submitted as to another Solomaon for wisdoem and
justice, ns well as for that he brought with him another
crown, whereby those kingdoms that had so long conten-
ded for rights and libertics, perhops oft-times pretended
rather to satis(y their present purpeses, than that justice
required it.  But such is the frailty of human pature as
not to be content with what we posscss, but strives by all
menns to inthral the weaker that is necessitated to prevent
the worst, though by such means sometimes to their greater
rain.  With this uniom thers was alsn & general peace
concluded between the State and the King of Spain, the
then only enemy of our nation and religion, wherehy our
men of war by sea and Innd were left destitute of all hope
of employment under their own prinee; and therafore
there was liberty given to them (for preventing other evils)
to be entertained as mercenaries under what prince or
state they pleased.—a liberty granted opon show of reason,
yet of & dangerous consequence, when our friends and
allics, that had long travailed with us in one and the same
quarrel, should now find our swords sharpened as well
sguinsd as for them.  Howsoever reason of siate approved
thereof, the world forbore not to censure it as their affoc-
tions led them. Others grew jemlons what might be the
issue, especially when it was found that by such liberty
the sword was put lnto their hands, the law had probibited
them the use. Some there wore, not liking to be servants
to foreign states, thooght it better becawe them to put in
practice the reviving resclation of thoeo free spirits, that
rather chose to spend themselves in secking & new workd,
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than servilely to be hired but as slanghierers in the quar-
rels of strangers. This resolution being stronger than
their means to put it into execution, they were foreed to
let it rest a8 & drenm, till God should give the means to
stir up the inclination of such & power able to bring it
to life.

And so it plensed our great God, that there happened to
come into the harbor of Plymoath [July, 1805,] {where 1
then commanded) one Captain Weymouth, that had been
employed by the Lord Arundel of Wardour for the discov-
ery of the North-west pussge; but falling short of his
course, happened into a river on the const of Ameriea,
enlled Pemaquid [the Penohscot,] from whenos he broaght
five of the natives, three of whose names were Manidn,
Ekettwarrocs, amd Tasquantum, wham | sciied upon. They
wern all of one nation, but of severnl poarts and several
familirs. This aerident must be acknowledged the means
under (cod of potting on foot and giving life to all our
plantations, as by the ensning discourse will manifestly
