HEN we examine the hiftories of thofe
nations, which were once free, and whofe
governments are fince become delpotic

and arbitrary, we (hall find that all thole changes
have been brought about by the ambitien, corrup-
tion, or avarice of a view of its natives, and that
when the work has been done, the people likewife
have been kept in awe by natives. If the eftates of
France, have loft their power, it was not done by
Spaniards, and if the Cortez of Spain are become
infignificant, it was not the French that made them
{o; but the I'rench deftroyed the hibetties of France,
and the Spaniards thole of dpain.

In the Welt Indies, Negroes are fometimes fet to
watch INegroes ; not but they are as mrch flaves
as the rell, as much fubjelt to the humour, caprice
and will of their mafter, but the matter finds our
¢ne or mere, who being of a bafer mind than the
reft, is tempted, for the fake of being better
cloathed, or better fed, to become an initrument of
the malter s tyranny, and to add to the fervitude
of his companioss. It is true, that no one amongft
thele miferable creatures s trulted to aét for the reft,
cvery flave is his own reprefentative 3 but in nations
where one 1s trufted to act for a great many, it has
been feen that the v.le truftee would part with the
(hare of liberty he was entrufted to guard, for a
yard of ribbon, or for the fake of wearing any bit
of finery at his tail 3 for any lictle diftin&ion in title
or name, ot r a little bribe, without having ne-
ceflity to P]t‘;ld for the tﬂ!{in;:{ it,

But what 1s ftrange 1s, that millions of people
thou!d fubmit to an hundredth part of thatnumber;
for it is certain, where arbitrary power prevails,
thofe who keep thereft in fubjection, swill not make
one 1 the hundred of the whole people, and yet the
hundredth man will keep the ninety nine in awe,
though it (hall happen that thofe who are fet apart
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for the purpofe fhall be the bafet and moft incon<
fiderable of the people. But I fhall quote a paffage
from' a treatife, intitled, *¢ Voluntary Slavery,®’,
which explains the nature of arbitrary government,
and fhews the fubordination, that the tools and in«

ftruments of tyranny are under one to another.

““ Whoever thinks that the halberds of Ihel'

guards, and the arms of the centinels, are the fecu=

rity of tyrants, in my opinion is much decgived 3 =

they make ufe of them, 1 believe, more fer fhew
and ofitentation, than for any confidence they (viase
in them. It would appear upon enquiry, that thire

have not been fo many Roman emperors who have

been preferved by their gpards, as have perithed by
them. Troops of horfe, and .companies of foot,
are not the arms by which tyrants are defended, at
firlt one can fcarcely believe it, neverthelefs it is
true. There are always four or five who fupport
the tyrant, four or five who keep the whole country
in bondage 3 it has always happened that Gve or
fix have had the tyrant’s ear, have made their way
to him of themfelves, or have been called by him to
be the accomplices of his cruelty, the companion of
his pleafure, pandersto his lufts, and fharers of his
plunders : Thefe fix manage their chief fo well, that
by the bonds of {ociety he muft be wicked, not otily
to gratify his own propenfity, but likewife theirs,
Thele fix have fix hundred who plunder under
them, andthefe [ix hundred are to them what the
fix are to the tyrant, Taefe ix hundréd have ander
them fix thoufand, whom they have raifed to pofts,
to whom they have given either the government of
provinces, or the management of public monies,
that they may be inftruments of théir avar:ce and
cruzlty, and execete their orders at a proper time.
Thefe fubordinate cfficers do fo much to their fel-
low citizens, that they cannot live but under the
fhadow of their fuperiors, nor elcape the punith-
ments due to their crimes but by their contrivance
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and protetion, The confequence of this is fatal
indeed, Whoever will amufe himfelf in tracing
this chaln, will fee that not only the fix thoufand,
but perhaps an huadred thoufand are faltened “to
the tyrant by it, of which he makes the lame ufe as
Jupiter does in Homer, who Doafte that if he but
touch the end of it, he can draw all the Gods to-
wards him,”’
