BLACKMAN, NANNII:, ET AL. (Including 4 children.)
Choctaw by blood or Choetaw freedman. Files: Part III, reportMarch 3, 1009. This woman claims that she was 37 years of age in 190S;that she was born in the Choctaw nation, and that her father was a fell-blood Choctaw. While it is true that her mother was a colored womanand probably a slave, her right to enrollment would not be affectedthereby, inasmuch as she was born after .the emancipation of her mother.Number of claimants in this memorandum, approximately, 5.

BLAKE, JAMEs Y.
Chickasaw by intermarriage. Files: Records of Indian Ollice, theirCommissioner to the Five Civilized Tribes, and Part I, Exhibit F, rertMarch 3, 1000. It appears that Mr. Blake is a member of the clss de-

nied enrollment in 180, who acquired the right to enrollment by dr-
riage subsequent to that date, but who were finally denied enrolhent orstricken from the rolls through error, because the rights acquired by thelater marriage were overlooked. About 12 or 15 such have been restoredto the rolIs. In other words, he had a new source of right which accruedefter 1896.

BLUE, MATTIE. (Minor.)

Choctaw or Chickasaw. (Freedman or citizen by blood.) Files: PartIII, Exhibit F, report March 3, 1009. It is reported that this child was.born about the year 1901; that she was abandoned by her parents, and
is now living with Mrs. Mary Grayson, Ada, Okla.; that her other hasbeen enrolled as a freedman; and that the child has some Indian blood.NOTE.-Apparently this child has not been enrolled either as a freed-man or n Indian.

BOND (Christian name unknown, minor child of Cornelius Bond).
NoAm (Christian name unknown, minor child of Rogers Noah)Choctaws by blood. Files: See memorandum of statement by Chris-topher D. Moore. made at ofllce of district agent, nt Atoka, November 10,1908. Filed with Part I, Exhibit F, report March 3, 1909. Said memo-randum Is as follows: " Christopher D. Moore says tlt he is enrolled as

a half-blood Choctaw Indian. He looks to me like a full blood. He statesthat he had a daughter born in the night, who lived until 3 o'clock nextmorning. He also stated that his wife Is a full-blood Choctaw Thischild was born on the last day of June, 1904. No application was evermade to the Dawes Commission for its enrollment, but ain applicationwas-lade to the Indian commissioner. Mr. Moore says 'I am a Choctawand Chickasaw and Irishman all mixed up together.' His wife, IdaMoore, is on the roll, at least so I amit informed. Mr. Moore also statesthat he has a half brother named Cornelius Bond, who is enrolled as one-fourth blood Choctaw, and that he has or did have a daughter who wasborn about 4 years ago and who was never enrolled. The facts are sub-stantially the same in both cases. Cornelius Bond was living nearStringtown in 1004, about 15 miles from the post office. Mr. Moore, theparty making this statement, also resided near that place. He has cometo-day 28 miles on horseback to see about this matter. Mr. Moore also-states that lie ias a neighbor, named Rogers Moore, who had a childwho was born about the same time, and has never been enrolled. Mr.Moore thinks that an application was made for this child, but that thefacts were same as in the case of his own child."
NoTE-The names of Christopher D. and Ida Moore, Cornelius Bondand Rogers Noah appear on the approved rolls as being one-half, full,one-fourth, and full-blood Choctaws, respectively.Number of claimants in this memorandum, 2.

Cherokees by blood. Files: Report Acting Commissioner to the FiveCivilized Tribes, January 13, 1010, addressed to IIon. J. Geo. Wright.Ethel Boone, 7 years old, is the daughter of Mary Boone, a Cherokee.No application of record. Young Benge: Application for the enrollment
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of this person was made on April 10, 1002; but no information having
been obtained showing that he was living on September 1, 1002, his
application for enrollment was dismissed on February 28, 1007. Charles
Buzzard, 0 years old, is the child of Cornelius B. Buzzard, a Cherokee.
No application of record.

Number of persons, 5. This woman claims to be three-fourth blood

Choctaw. The Conmuissioner to the Five Civilized Tribes, who examined
her, stated in his filed notes: ".This woman has the look of being at
least a half-blood Indian." She says she removed to Choctaw Nation in
1S0.

Number of persons, 1. One-fourth blood Choctaw; removed to Choc-

taw Nation in 1800.

CUMMINS, JAMES.

ELMs, SARAH.
Number of persons, 2. One-fourth blood Choctaw. James claims

residence in Choctaw Nation since 188. His sister, Sarah Elms, claims
to be a native-born Choctaw.

CUMisNs, NANCY E., ET AL.
Number of persons, 5. One-fourth Choctaw. Residence i1 Choctaw-

Chickasaw country since 1SS0.
Number of claimants included in this memorandum, 13.

BRADLEY, ANNIE.
Choctaw by blood. Files: Part HII, Report March 3, 1000. This

woman claims that she was 35 or 30 years of age in 108; that her father,
Thomas Henderson, was a full-blood Choctaw; that her mother, Louisa
Lavine, -was part colored and part Indian; and that the latter was a
slave. She also states that she was born in the Choctaw Nation and has
always lived there, except when absent attending school. While her
mother was once a slave, that fact would not affect the status of the
claimant, innmuch as she was born after the emancipation of the
Choctaw-Chickasaw slaves.

BRADLEY, ANNIE (minor).
Choctaw by blood. Files: Papers in office of Commissioner to the Five

Civilized Tribes. (See memorandum recorded in Pt. IV, Ex. F, rept.
Mar. 3, 1000.) It is alleged that this girl is one-half blood Choctaw;
that her father was Thonias Henderson, who was at one time member
of the Choctaw Council; and that her mother, Louisa Henderson, de-
ceased, was a Choctaw freedman.

BRAssFIELD, ALTA MAY, Eufanuil. Oki.
Cherokee by blood. Files: Report of November 10, 1007, from Com-

missioner to the Five Civilized Tribes. Case No. 0415. Alta Bay Brass-
field was born June 10, 1902, and is a daughter of John Brassfield,
whose name appears opposite No. 15360 upon the approved roll of citi-
zeus by blood of the Cherokee Nation, and his wife, Mary Brassfield,
a noncitizen white woman. The first application made to the Commis-
sion to the Five Civilized Tribes was received September 1, 1004, too
late, under the provisions of section 30 of the nct of July 1, 1002, to be

considered. The act of April 20, 1000 (34 Stat., 137), extended the time
for the reception of applications for enrollment to December 1, 1905,
but the application for the enrollment of Alta May Brassfield, which was
retained In the files of the commission, was not discovered after the

passage of the act of Apri 20 until subsequent to March 4, 1007, and
her case was not passed upon prior to the closing of the tribal rolls on

March 4, 1007. Said child is living at the present time.
