Much was
faid in his favoar, nothing was faid againit
him; vyet, as he had, in private conver-
fation with a member of the committee,
before trial, declared, that his connexions
in Britain would not allow him to take an
oath that would oblige him to take an
active part in this contelt, that he had no
oljjectinn to an oath that would bind himg
to the {tricte®t neutrality, and, in cafe of
any domeitick infurrection, would willing-
Iy ritk his life in defence of this eolony.
A wmajority of the committes, on this,
thought proper to tender him the oath.
It is by no means my intention to blame
the conduét of the committee on this oc-
cafion, as mr. Macauley, by the evidence
of one of the members, had declared he
would not take the oath. They were
juftifiable in tendering it to him; but I
think it right that the publick (hould know
that this was the only reafon.

By giving thi. a place in your Gazette,
you will oblige a large majority of thofe
who were prefent on the trial.
