| Eorrors Uxiox : As the meaning and inicdt,

as well as the constitutionality of the Act passed
h.'.t Winter in regzard to indenturing Indians
without their consent, or even spprising them
of th.e fact, but by simply calling on the County
OF District Judge, with & list, and haviog him
sign it officially —has been doubted by many, I
send you a copy of an indenture, now on file in
the Clerk's office in Teb.wa county. The Ia-
dians named therein are aot prisoners of war,
or vagrant Indians, but belong to the Nome
Lackee tribe, that have been taught to work, at
8 cost to Government of about three hundred
thousand dollars. And the persons to whom
they are indentured Lave been receivioy: as sal-
aries from Government, four hundred and sev-
enty-tive dollars per montb, for nearly four vears
past.

It may be true that they were in their posses-

sion at that date, as they claimed to be in pos-

s sion of the Reserve. They were most of
them on the Reservation, and not ten per cent.

of them have ever seen their humgne (?) guar-
dian that, ‘‘ at the instance and reqgest " of Ti-
tus and Geiger, made them slaves, without the
scmblance of a bond to clothe, feed und protect
them.

And in consideration, they
hall be and are hereby entitled to the care,
ontrol, custody and earnings of said Indiass,
or and during the term for which each is re-
jpectively so bound, uuder the provisions of
ald law. The intent and meaning of this inden-
ure 18 this: The said Newel Hall, Judge of the
sounty of Tehama, State of California, acting
or and in behalf of the Indians under the au-
hority of the laws of said State, has so appren-
iced the above named Indians to said Titus and
re1ger, to be used 1n ranching, farming and
iousework.
