west by highway leading to the Neck, south by land of Robent Taylor,
east and north on land of Abraham Redwood, of which premises Ben-
jamin Tripp of Newport, mariner, on 24 September 1757 was pos-
sessed and by deed of that date did convey to plaintiff. One half was
devised to Mary for life and the whole had finally been cbtained at
law by Benjamin Tripp, son of said Mary; Mary devised her interest to
him. Copy of will of Othniel Tripp [for full transcription of will, see No.
768). Mary and Brxdget received costs. (Superior Court 13,94)

March: Petition of Stoddard Lawton of Tiverton, mariner, for divorce:
on 1 December 1760 he sailed from Newport and continued absent
until January 1763; during his absence and after he had been out of
the Colony upwards of 2 years his wife Deborah was brought to bed
with a female child, Deposition of Borden Wilcocks of Tiverton,
mariner, that on 8 December 1760 he sailed on Sloop Tue Brothers,
Daniel Wilcocks, Master, of this place, to Maryland; Stoddard Lawton
was on said Sloop as a Hand; he left in Maryland; later Borden
Willcocks was in Maryland again and saw him at James Island and
they went in company up the Bay to Swan Creek until 6 June 1762,
Summons were sswed 1o — Irish, wife of John Irish of Lutle Comp-
ton, midwife, and Lillis Briggs of Tiverton and Anstress Willcocks.
Degposition of Lilless Briggs that she was al the house of William
Willeocks in Tiverton 5 November 1762 and at that time Deborah
Lawton who is called wife of Stoddard Lawton was delivered of a
female bastard child.

. May: Benjamin Fish of Portsmouth, yeoman, vs, Holder Chace of
Portsmouth, yeoman, In the evening of 6 January 1763 dogs belonging
o defendant killed 14 ewe sheep. Summons were ssued for David
Fish Jr. and George Hall, both of Portsmouth. Deposition 3 March
1764 signed by David Fish Jr., who responded to questions from the
plaintiff, saying that the boy who informed him of Hall's dog having
the lamb was Daniel Phillips, 12 or 13 years old; the dog's cars were
cut off but he couldn’t tefl about the 1ail; the Widow Westgate's dog
wias a “lightish coullard shagged dog,” (Supenor Court)
