Her answered that hew was, batt was foreed to it amd when o pricet stioull come
Saraghtoge that then they would sl setirme tathor, foran smne as Jabnitie told them it
Cannda that w prieal was come o bee it Ssragtoge. eight fauilles msolved fisst 1o goe o
famting snd theyy oeturne 1 the Sarsgtoge, bevauwe they would por coniv seith emipty liands,
andd when they come from a hunting, it wos just ot the time, thst the French went to warr with
tiwe Sinnakes, and then soere foreed by the Frenck to goe along i thant warr and threatned 1o
bee dmprisoned I they did wot goe £ und soo abiout one huodeed and oty Clivistions Maguiss,
went off with one Oneinde, one Oonondage, and Krev o the Maguase were Chptaines, ind the
whole army mett ait Mount Royall, from thence they went up i one hundred and forty
Boutes, in eoch Boate ten Menn and a greate number of Cunpoes ;o greate number of French
in the Front, the lndians e the middle and then the rest of e Franeli in the reare, and were
three doyes between Mount Roxvull and Cadarnkies then the Anny went over the Loake to
Canohiage and soe nlong the Shore side, tll they came an Ormdokott the Sionekes Tanding
place ; there the French made a Fort and rested three daves butt betore they lunded they mett
with a Brigantine, in which Arnout Viele the Interpreter of Allany wits being taken prisoner
ns hoe wis going to Ottownwe with the reat of his compiny o traleing s the second day four
Sinnnkers appeared, ond called 1o the French asking, whot they did there,  the Gov' answered,
I make n Fort and am come 1o warr against you, the Sinnekes replyed, yon cannot come soe
Girr as to our Cuastle,  being ashed why s itt see fure they answered noe, butt wee will
bee att? the Army before it comes there s upon that they went theie wiax. Tl next day being the
third day after the landing, the Army murched towards the Sinnokes Castles in small Journey s,
the following morning they marched very early and saw some Sinnekes upon which the
Twightwighs' and other ludinne woull fine, butt the Gov® would oot suffer it Ab* vight or
nine o'clock several Sinnekes wore seen  the Frenel Indians would have boiled their potts, butt
the Gov* bid them March on and did send Lis apyes ont, who returnive, brought tidiog of the
Sinnokes and their coming: upon which the Gov® put all the Indians iu the Front, bocause Jve
mistrusted them for feare, they would joyun with the Simnakes. A little time after the
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Sinnakes appeared betoe six hundred D nasdier of sohicl burt fone haodeed Qi fight and firel
o the Froveh, wherein they Bad the Dest fidliig apon the Freoeh watly their swords and
funtehits, makeing the Fronelo Tadas 1o 11y so, thpt they conld not be bhronght to stamd 3 the

The Examination of Adandidaghkos o Maguase out of the second Castle o
Chingtan, sent from Albany o prisoner, token before me Stoplhionus voan
Cortland,

Beingasked if it was not o shwme, that e et bis owne Country amd thit he went to Canida
with the French, to fight pgaiust Lis Brethren & neighbours  unswerod it was, and that when
heo cnme lust Spring in Canida, the Preist of the Tndian Castle bud him welcome mud said, it
was well doge to come and see his friends and asked b, whar his husinesse was, the Indian
anywered him, to chiange my Pelters for Beaver, and then | intend to returne ¢ bot when be wos
to come away, his relations would not suffer it bevause thy Fronch hiad given contrary orders,
the Christion Indinns asked him, whether hee intended to goe and fight with the French agninst
the Sinnakes or vot, hee answered noe, wherenpon his eelutions pnswered him, vau shall be
forced to goe, nud the Freneh will putt you in prison till the Warr is dove aud the anmy returs;
and soe hee was foreed 1o goe. A few days alter, the Freneh came and gave him and all the
Indinns in the Christlan’s Castle, each thirty Bullets and o double handfull of powder, & bad
them appeare att 0 Fronch Gents house, neare Mont Royall 3 the Cliristion Indions being about
one hundred and fwenty or thirty strong, in meane time the French and other Nations of
Indinne all uppearsd att Mont: Royall, amd the second day after thin the Gov' himselfe; the
number of the Fronel heing two' thousand and of all the Indiaus one thousand.  The army went
all by water in about two hundred hoates in ench Boate some senven nod some tenn Menn, the
rest went in Canoes, they wero sometimes foreed to denw the Bostes with Cordes against the
Frenches,® the Provisions being part in the Boata and a great deale sent upp before att
Kadeaghkio ; they were going up from Mont Royall to Kadraghbie theee! duves, makeing verry
short journeys; att Kidnroghkie they rested three daves from thence they went and lay att
night upon o Island,* the night after they lay att Cadranganbie® next morning abour nine the
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
